Today we hear a story that has lost 

its punch by being familiar. Can 

we listen to it again in a different 

way? Can we become the audience 

who hear Jesusô parable? Can we 

listen from their vantage point? 

A crowd has gathered, for the 

miracle worker has come. Then 

one of the lawyers speaks up with 

a question to test him. You settle 

back to watch this exchange, as it 

could provide an interesting diver-

sion to the dayôs monotony. The 

test question changes: ñWho is my 

neighbour?ò The miracle-worker 

becomes a storyteller: óOnce upon 

a time, a man was travelling from 

Jerusalem to Jerichoô. 

You know the road well - a two 

day journey on foot, on a narrow 

dangerous road. This travellerôs 

story is your story. You too could 

be in his extreme situation, robbed, 

beaten and left to die. Then the 

story becomes more interesting. 

The story teller uses the familiar 

pattern of three: the Priest; the Le-

vite, and theé.. The pattern sets 

up the probability that the net per-

son will be a layperson like you, 

ready to do the good thing when 

the clerics have failed. ñTypicalò 

you think to yourself. So now, you 

identify not only with the injured 

traveller, but anticipate identifying 

with the Saviour figure. Shock! 

Horror! The Saviour is a Samari-

tan! A despised group of half-

breeds! Can you really identify 

with one of those? Can you leave 

the security of your own identity to 

imagine, even for a minute, being 

this other? Youôd like the role of 

Saviour, but a Samaritan! You 

shake your head in utter confusion. 

The storyteller demands too much.

Last week we celebrated 

Aboriginal Sunday. Part of 

the preparation for the 

weekend was to drape the 

colours of the Aboriginal 

flag in the church.  

Following from there I 

thought you may be interested in some information 

regarding the Aboriginal flag as Monday, 12th July, 

commemorates the flag first being flown in 1971 at 

National Aborigines’ Day, Victoria Square in Ade-

laide. It was also used at the ‘Tent Embassy’ in Can-

berra, 1972. 

Many of us remember this time. The Aboriginal 

Tent Embassy was about standing up for land rights. 

It was here the flag first received recognition. We 

have all become familiar with red, black and yellow 

flag. However, the Aboriginal people are still in the 

process of working towards achieving land rights 

and cultural acceptance. They are still a long way 

behind the rest of the Australian population in 

health, education and housing standards.   

The flag was designed by Elder Harold Thomas and 

symbolizes Aboriginal identity.  Yellow symbolizes 

the sun (giver of life) and yellow ochre; red repre-

sents the red earth (and relationship to the land) 

and red ochre used at ceremonies; black represents 

the Aboriginal people. The Aboriginal flag and Tor-

res Strait Islander Flag were proclaimed official flags 

of Australia in 1995.
