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Our Catholic understanding of the 

Mass and the Eucharist in particu-

lar is very special to us and some-

thing of a mystery to others. That’s 

why at weddings and funerals and 

other times when I am conscious 

that there are a significant number 

of non - Catholic present that I 

have a little patter at the start of 

the Eucharistic Prayer to help them 

feel a little more comfortable with 

our ritual. It goes something like 

this: “At every Mass we take very 

simple gifts of the earth -  bread,  

wine - and with these we say 

thanks to God for his many gifts to 

us. We say thanks in particular to-

day for the love we see between 

Jack and Jill (or we say thanks for 

the life of N….). But above all and 

at each Mass we say thanks to God 

for his greatest gift - the gift of Je-

sus Christ who is present to us in a 

special way at this Eucharist and 

who shows us the way to God’s 

Kingdom”. 

While we speak of a “real pres-

ence” of Christ in the Eucharist in 

a way that perhaps others do not, 

this use of bread and wine as a 

thanksgiving offering is not re-

stricted to Catholics. In fact it goes 

back to Old Testament times. But 

always it is associated with praise 

and thanksgiving. 

That’s why I was moved by a 

piece that Peter O’Halloran 

(Liturgy Planning Team) presented 

to our group recently. This is not 

something you will have read in 

the newspapers. 

After landing on the moon on the 

20th July,1969 it was a few hours 

before Neil Armstrong stepped out 

onto the moon, followed by Edwin 

“Buzz” Aldrin. Aldrin later wrote 

about something he did during 

those few hours: 

There are many thousands of 

things that God and man have 

made here on earth and before I 

blasted off I got thinking and won-

dering what I would choose to take 

to the moon. So I said: What’s our 

greatest treasure here on earth? 

And I thought: It’s Christ’s gift of 

himself. So, shortly after touch-

down, I opened two little plastic 

packages, one containing bread 

and the other, wine. I poured the 

wine into the chalice which our 

home church had given me, and I 

read what Saint John tells us that 

Jesus said: ‘I am the vine, you are 

the branches’. In the one-sixth 

gravity of the moon the wine 

curled slowly and gracefully up the 

side of the cup. It was interesting 

to think that the very first liquid 

ever poured on the moon and the 

very first food eaten there were 

what Christ chose when he gave 

himself to be our close friend’.

It remains the decision on each individual to continue 

or not at every stage of the process. At no time is 

there any obligation to continue. During the process 

the faith community is asked to pray for the catechu-

mens (those participating in the process).   

As we look to start a new RCIA process in the parish 

we ask you all to pray for those involved; the team 

who are actively involved in the preparation and 

meetings; the people who come forward to learn 

more about the Catholic faith; the parish community 

who all play such a vital role in the process by their 

presence, their hospitality and welcoming and, espe-

cially, by their prayers; and most importantly the can-

didates who come forward in faith. 

Two enquiry sessions for RCIA will be held here on 

Thursday, 29th August at 11am and 7.30pm.  If you 

are interested in learning more about becoming a 

Catholic, or know of someone who is, this is where 

to get the necessary information. These sessions are 

an opening to find out how the process works, what 

is involved and an opportunity to ask any questions 

you have.  There is no obligation to continue.  At all 

times throughout the process the decision to con-

tinue or leave is at the discretion of the participant.  

We look forward to meeting with any interested peo-

ple at these sessions.
