While still on his journey, Jesus 

offers his disciples a model of 

prayer. God is addressed in the 

same personal, trusting way of a 

child who has utter confidence in 

its parent. In a traditional Jewish 

manner, the prayer begins with the 

sanctification of God’s holy name 

and the longing that God’s reign 

would soon break into this world. 

The disciple is then taught to pray 

for a sustenance that only God can 

provide; that each day we may re-

ceive what we truly need for our 

journey. The disciple knows the 

reality of sin even within the 

Christian community. Sin is not to 

be a cause of despair or a perma-

nent barrier. Sin is the condition 

from which we know our need of 

God as we ask constantly for for-

giveness and are ready constantly 

to forgive. Finally, the disciple 

prays that in the times of trial, as 

we wait the final arrival of God’s 

reign of peace and justice, we will 

endure with the help of God. 

The parable that follows offers the 

certainty that God will respond to 

prayer, as surely as a friend will 

get up and provide bread when a 

traveller comes to the village. The 

translation of this parable does not 

carry the true sense of the Greek. 

The friend will get up from a sense 

of shame (not persistence) lest his 

friend and his village be unable to 

provide hospitality, which is such 

a major value in a Middle-eastern 

culture. Similarly, God would be 

utterly shamed if God did not re-

spond graciously to our needs. 

In this teaching, Jesus reveals that 

the essence of prayer lies in our 

relationship with God. Our utter 

neediness makes an irrefuseable 

claim on God.

Liturgy  - Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary 



As we come towards the 

end of July I have been re-

flecting on what a month it 

has been. I was particularly 

taken by some of the events 

that took place in July over 

the years. These include the 

birth of the Daliai lama in 1935 (he received the 

Nobel Peace Prize in 1989); the Greenpeace ship 

Rainbow Warrior was sunk in 1985; the flying of the 

Aboriginal flag for the first time in 1971; proclama-

tion of the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders 

flags as official flags of Australia in 1995; first atomic 

bomb detonated in New Mexico in 1945; Nelson 

Mandela born in 1918; Neil Armstrong – the first 

person to walk on the moon - was born in 1969. 

It reminded me very strongly that there is always 

good and bad at work. What incredible intelligence 

and perseverance were involved in creating such a 

piece of devastation as the atom bomb and the un-

thinkable ability to reach the moon, never mind 

walk on it. The personal determination of people to 

continue to fight for what they believe in, Aboriginal 

rights and Greenpeace, reflect the altruism of their 

stance. The people of great courage and determina-

tion, willing to take risks, suffer imprisonment and 

profess their firmly held beliefs. It made me wonder 

how far I would be prepared to stand and be 

counted for what I claim to completely  believe in – 

my faith in God and my sense of vocation in family 

and church. I am so grateful I have never been put 

to the test as some people have, throughout the 

history of our world. 

To stand in awe of the strength of character and 

the abilities of such people does not mean our own, 

perhaps lesser, abilities are not important. It may 

just be we are once again at a point of having to ask 

for whatever it is we might need, even if that is diffi-

cult to do. Just as the man in today’s Gospel had to 

be persistent so too do we. 

On another matter all together, several people have 

decided to order the New Catholic Prayer Bible, 

Lectio Divinia Edition. If you are interested in order-

ing a copy please leave your details at the Parish 

Office by Tuesday lunch time. Cost of the bible is 

$43. It is an excellent resource for praying with 

scripture.
