As Jesus begins his journey to Je-

rusalem, we see also the disciples 

being sent on their journeys, for 

the journey of Jesus is continued 

and mirrored in the later journeys 

of the Christian churches. While 

the Gospel passage reads as a mis-

sion within the life time of Jesus, 

the passage reflects also on the 

missionary situation of disciples at 

the time of Luke’s Gospel, fifty 

years after Jesus’ death. The ad-

vice is clear and very practical. 

Travel lightly, accept hospitality 

where it is offered, and be gracious 

in eating what you are given. Jesus 

also adds a warning that disciples 

will not always be well received. 

Mention of Sodom recalls the inci-

dent in Genesis when God’s mes-

sengers were refused hospitality 

and this possibility lies before the 

disciples, as it will also come to 

Jesus when he visits Jerusalem. 

The pattern of Jesus’ ministry, 

which includes refection, will be 

the pattern also for the ministry of 

the disciples. 

News of the disciples’ success is 

given a cosmic significance in the 

image of Satan falling from 

heaven. As the power of God’s 

reign spreads, the power of Satan’s 

reign decreases until finally 

heaven itself can be home for dis-

ciples. This is what is meant by the 

image of the disciples having their 

names registered on the roll of 

heaven - much as we have our 

names registered on electoral rolls 

showing where we live.  

As disciples of Jesus today, may 

we bring a message of peace to the 

homes we enter, and take heart that 

even in the face of rejection, God’s 

reign is near.

Thomas More’s Lessons For Bishops 
23rd June, 2010 

Balance between contempla-

tion and action, loyalty to the 

Church and loyalty to others 

were the three lessons from 

St Thomas More for today‟s 

Catholic bishops, Adelaide 

Archbishop Philip Wilson 

said. 

He discussed the topics with 

an audience of around 85 people at last night‟s St 

Thomas More Forum annual dinner at the Southern 

Cross Club in Phillip. 

Archbishop Wilson told the group that St Thomas 

More led a very busy public life but always found 

time for reflection, attending Mass everyday and 

getting up in the middle of the night to pray. He 

made sure all his actions were informed by prayer 

so that he could confidently make the right deci-

sions. 

“Maintaining a balance between action and contem-

plation is a good pattern for bishops to follow, and 

all of us as servants of the Lord,” he said. 

St Thomas More‟s loyalty to the Church during dif-

ficult times and his ability to distinguish the good-

ness of the Church from the poor actions of many 

people within it was something Archbishop Wilson 

said he had learnt a lot from. 

“I have always loved the Church, as a child, a teen-

ager and into my seminary days. But that love has to 

mature,” he said 

“You have to accept the limitations you find in the 

Church. Some people can do terrible things but we 

have to look beyond that, as More did.”. 

He said that didn‟t mean turning a blind eye when 

something goes wrong but to work through those 

situations and recognise the reality of Christ within 

the Church despite the limitations of the people 

who represent it. 

After his address, questions were raised about St 

Thomas‟ role as a prophet and how true prophets 

could be identified. 

Archbishop Wilson said a true prophet was one 

whose actions were always about charity and love. 

“Everyone needs a hearing but great care must be 

taken in the judgement.” 

“The night I was told I had been appointed Bishop 

of Wollongong I prayed to Our Lady and said, 

„please, do me a favour and don‟t appear to anyone 

in my diocese because wherever you appear the 

bishop always makes a fool of himself‟. 

“So far so good.”
